Breast Cancer Surgeon/Prevention I nstitute
Pursuant to our discussion, please recall that the Government Access Channel (9) is
unavailable for broadcasting your recordings because the contents are not related to Rehoboth
government business. Your recording, concerning breast cancer (item #5), could, after editorial
review, be considered a subject matter suitable for broadcast on the Educational Access Channel
(15). The above-listed recordings could be appropriate broadcast materials for transmission over
the Public Access Channel (98). Unfortunately, Channel 98 is not activated at thistime and is,
therefore, unavailable at the RePAC studio for broadcasting your DVD recordings.

| respectfully suggest that you contact the Board of Selectmen as areminder that the
activation of the Public Access Channel involves a simple formal written request, initiated by the
Board of Selectmen, to Comcast Corporation.
